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Students will need to login using their DET username and their password, which is usually set as student.

The point of MOODLE is to provide a resource that can be accessed at home and at school for revision or homework.  It is increasingly being used in classroom teaching and learning situations.

Inform students that Teachers will be able to see what activities and quizzes they have attempted, as well as any forum posting they submit, so they need to keep it civil!

After logging in, students can then select their courses by first selecting the relevant drop-down box on the home page.
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Students should be able to access a variety of courses.  The first time that students click on the link to the appropriate course an ‘Enrolment key’ box will appear near the top of the screen.  This enrolment key is usually based on the name of their school and the last 2 digits of the calendar year.  (For example: Kelso High Campus in 2012 would be kelso12.)  The enrolment key for each school and course has been sent to the MOODLE coordinator, so make sure you have this ready before this stage.
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
