Why subscribe to the Denison College MOODLE site?
· Subscribing Schools are given access to all courses and course modules currently available.  (Currently there are more than 20 fully developed courses covering a range of KLAs.)  Previous emphasis has been on NAPLAN and other mandatory testing courses.  These will continue to be updated and consolidated.  Current emphasis is on Stage 6 courses.
· Subscribing Schools may request that a particular course be developed.  Requests will be discussed by the Denison College Online Learning Team and considered in terms of how they would meet the needs and priorities of the Online Learning Community.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Subscribing Schools may request an area in the Hosted Schools section of the site where they can create and manage courses for use only by their own staff and students.
· All staff and students of Subscribing Schools are uploaded to the site so they have access with a username and password.

How much does it cost?
· Schools are invoiced in Term 4 for their access to the site.  The current annual cost for Central Schools is $200 plus $1 per student.  So, for example, a school with 150 students would pay $350 for a year.
· Schools contribute to the cost of participating in reference group meetings and professional learning courses ($80 per person attending to cover resourcing and catering).  Participants in these reference groups ensure that the courses developed meet the needs of teachers and students and provide valuable feedback in activities such as quizzes. Schools to cover their own teacher relief costs.

How is the money used?
· Denison College resources cover the cost of:
· 0.4 Course Developer at Bathurst High Campus
· 0.4 Course Developer at Kelso High Campus
· Subscriptions are used to help cover the cost of 0.6 SASS Help Desk.  
			This ensures that:
· staff and students are uploaded to the site
· groups are set up in each of the live courses so that Subscribing Schools can monitor their own students' work
· subscribing schools can receive ongoing support
· courses are kept up-to-date (for example the addition, as they become available, of the most recent NAPLAN and ESSA tests)
